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A long the West Bay shoreline lies the 
foundations of one of Cayman’s first condo developments that will 

be powered almost exclusively on alterna-
tive energy.

Solar panels on the roof will supply 
power to heat water, to fridges, kettles, ovens, 
hairdryers and other appliance. Only air 
conditioners at Lighthouse Point will be 
powered by traditional electric means, but 
owner Jay and Nancy Easterbrook plan to 
offset that cost by erecting a 33-foot windmill 
at the site.

The Easterbrooks are just the second 
applicants to seek permission from the 
Planning Department to erect a wind turbine 
in Cayman, the first being a company called 
Southstar Development Inc., which applied 
in October to erect a nine-turbine wind farm 
in East End. Both applications remain before 
the Planning Department.These could be the first of many more 

applications as interest in alternative energy 
grows and as the Electricity Regulatory 
Authority and the government is on the cusp 
of deciding how consumers that create their 
own electricity from alternative sources to 
diesel-powered generators can sell any excess 
power back to the Caribbean Utilities 
Company’s grid.

With the prospect of being able to 
produce energy that can not only power their 
condos, the Easterbrooks hope that all the
